	Drawing

	Can control the types of marks made with different media.

Uses a variety of shading techniques including using ink washes and pressure.
	Know there are different pencil grades and that there are different letters and numbers to show this.




Knows how to use the stippling technique to create different tones.
	Know there are different pencil grades indicated by a letter and number code and I can use these to determine which pencil I will use.


Understands that objects can have a third dimension.

Can create dimensions using a highlighting technique.
	Continues to experiment with the different pencil grades and mark-making implements.




Uses a variety of shading techniques to create different textures, tones and dimensions; such as hatching, cross-hatching and scrumbling.
	Continues to experiment with the different pencil grades and mark-making implements.

	Painting

	Can identify and name primary colours.


Understands there are different types of paints.

Can use powder paints applying the correct method.


	Can identify and mix secondary colours.


Can use water colours, applying the correct method.
	Can explore different colour combinations.


Can use different effects and textures including block colour, washes, thickened paint creating textural effects.
	Can use more specific colour language e.g. light green, blue-green.

Can use water colours – blending to create a gradual transition and creating tones.
	Can identify complimentary and contrasting colours.

Can develop a painting from a drawing.
	Can create imaginative work using a variety of colour.

Can use different brush strokes – drybrush and flat wash.

	Printing

	Uses one colour (mono-print) to create simple marks and prints using a variety of implements.

	Use mono-prints to create simple patterns.
	Uses and identify relief and impressed printing blocks to create more intricate patterns.


	Print with two-colour overlay to create patterns.
	Can create printing blocks using a relief and impressed methods.
	Can use a variety of printing methods to create an original piece.

	Sculpture - textiles

	Can match and sort fabrics and threads using colour, texture, length, size and shape.

Can change and modify paper by cutting, folding and tearing.
	Can change and modify threads and fabrics using different methods including knotting, fraying, fringing etc.
	Can apply colour with printing, dipping and fabric crayons.
	Begin to develop skills in stitching including the running stitch.
	Can use different grades of threads and needles to create cross stitches and back stitches
	Can experiment with a range of stitches including blanket and chain.

	Sculpture – modelling and collage

	Can manipulate malleable materials in a variety of ways including rolling and kneading.
	Can create simple forms such as clay pots.
	Can change the surface of a malleable material (clay) using a range of different skills including scoring and pinching.
	Can join malleable materials adequately and construct a simple model.
	Can use a range of media to create collages.

Can join malleable materials using slipping and scoring to construct a simple model.
	Can produce intricate textures in malleable media.
