Focus Learning Objectives

Describe dogs from pictures

Make and share photo scrap books for each child – what were you doing? Where were you? Who were you with? When was this?


Read ‘There’s a house inside my mummy’ book – who has a baby in their family? Is it a brother or a sister? What do they do?


Using a doll (or real baby) and items – what is this for? Why do babies need this? What can babies do?


Recognising our name and photograph – self-registration


Read ‘Dear Zoo’ – What pet would you like if you could have any pet? Why?


Read ‘Families’ book – talk about our families and how they are different

Understanding the World 


Animal petting experience with domestic animals – what can we see, hear, feel, see? What do they eat? What do they like to do? 


Match animal pics to their baby – what is their baby called?


Bring in and share family pictures – who can we see? What are they called?


Birthdays! – bring cake with candle – what is it? What is it for? What does birthday mean? Who is 3? Who is 4? What do we do on Birthdays?


Look at pictures from when we were babies – what did you do then? What can you do now?
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PSED


Pet care – match the item to the correct pet i.e. food, ball, mouse, carrot, brush


Read ‘I want a friend’ book - Who are your friends? – Talk about our friends in Nursery


Read ‘Colour Monster’ – talk about his feelings – Identify different feelings – make faces to show our feelings


Read ‘Where’s my teddy?’


Look at pictures – how are they feeling? How can you tell?


Play game – show emotion faces in mirror when hear emotion word
