C&L and Literacy	


The King’s treasure! – a letter from the king asking us to look after his treasure! - chest filled with ‘treasure’ (goblets, jewels etc) children to guess what might be inside


Look at pictures of castles – talk about what we can see	


Find an egg! – what could be inside? Could it be a dragon?


Listen to ‘The Frog Prince’ (helicopter story)


Act out ‘The Frog Prince’ (helicopter story)

Understanding the World 


Watch video ‘Castle people’ (cornerstones)


Who lived in castles? What did they do? – learn vocab for castle people


What is this part of a castle? Do you have them on your house? – learn vocab for castle parts


When were castles built?


Our Monachy – look at pictures of King Charles, Queen Camilla, Prince Harry and Prince William etc Do they look like Kings and Queens when castles were built? What’s the same? What’s different?


Look at photographs of castles – what can we see?

Talk about brave knights – what does being brave mean? When have you been brave? Read a book about bravery





Continuous Provision Activities/Enhancements


Using blocks to build castles – using small world knights, princesses etc.


Make a queen’s necklace – threading beads onto string/pipcleaners


Dragon world tough spot – glass beads, foam, dragons


Using materials to make shields/swords


Make crowns


Turn pens into quills with feathers and use with old parchment (tea stained paper)
