Understanding the World 


Go for an Autumn walk – what can we see, feel, hear? What has happened to the leaves? Are the leaves on the trees different to the ones on the ground? Collect Autumn treasures


Watch ‘why do leaves go crispy’ video – what can we see?


Look at acorns, conkers and chestnuts – how do they feel? Who likes to eat them?


What happens in Autumn? – what changes do we see?


Hibernating animals – what do they do? Who hibernates? Why?


Look at the hedgehog – what can we see?


Learn about harvest time – what does this mean? – explore autumn fruits and vegetables – what are they? Have we eaten them? Do we like them?


Celebrating Halloween – how will you celebrate?


Celebrating bonfire night – how will you celebrate?

Read ‘the squirrels who squabbled’ – were they good friends? Why not?

Continuous Provision Activities/Enhancements


Freeze autumn items for children to ‘rescue’ or observe the ice melting – berries, acorns, leaves etc


Threading conkers onto laces


Leaf printing in clay


Leaf punching and threading


Leaf cutting tray


Clay hedgehogs with stick spikes


Pumpkin scooping


Pumpkin potions – bath bombs, water, pumpkin, cauldrons


Autumn leaf – hole pictures for dabbers


Autumn tree finger painting


Autumn tree leaf sticking


Tough spot with autumn animals, conkers, pine cones, leaves, red lentils


Autumn coloured sensory tray – orange, brown, yellow – chick peas, pasta, rice


Fork painting hedgehogs


Hammer golf tees into pumpkins


Hedgehog peg spikes – put the correct number of spikes on


Make leaf ‘people’ with googly eyes and marker pens


Make kites – craft, straws, paper, string, tape.
