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Introduction
History is held in high regard at Ivanhoe, with the school’s location having its own rich history – Conisbrough Castle and even the school’s name. The History curriculum at Ivanhoe, makes full use of resources within the immediate and wider local area, enabling children to develop a deep understanding of the rich history of their locality.
Children will be taught History through a broad curriculum, comprising of both skills and knowledge, within classroom topics. These topics are informed by the National Curriculum (2014). Throughout their learning, children will explore the past within living memory, beyond living memory – ancient civilisations, local history and Black History (during Black History Month-October). 

Curriculum Intent
At Ivanhoe, children will have the opportunity to be captivated by history, through engaging them in a love of learning about the past. Within lessons and educational visits, children will be immersed in details of how past civilisations developed, adapted and ended throughout the ages. Together, we will discover the influences of the past that have shaped our current diverse society. As a community that is rich in heritage, we want to embrace that through our local history teaching, as well as global historical events and significant individuals who have shaped our world into the world that we live in.

Curriculum
· EYFS – In F1, children will begin to understand the concept of history through celebrations and events. They will look at events that have they experienced and which they will experience throughout the year. These will be Bonfire night, Christmas, Chinese New Year and Easter.

· EYFS- In F2, children will build on their prior knowledge from F1. They will study how we have changed in our personal history– investigating similarities and differences. Children will study how emergency services have changed over time and compare them. They will look for clues in photographs and artefacts/objects to see how determine if they are from the past. Towards the end of the year, children will learn how familiar everyday technology has changed over time – comparing their similarities and differences. 

· KS1- In KS1, History is divided into two parts – History within living memory and History beyond living memory. Children will study significant historical events, people and places in Conisbrough and the surrounding areas – made up of; Henry Bessemer – Bessemer Steel, The Great Sheffield Flood and The Great Fire of London. Children will also study the lives of significant individuals from the past who have contributed to national and international achievements - Florence Nightingale and Mary Seacole (Black History Month)


· KS2- During October, all children study a person who has been influential within Black History.  In Y3, children begin with learning about The Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Age and then The Ancient Egyptian Civilisations. 

-In Y4, children begin with learning about The Ancient Greeks (Gods and Mortals) and then The Roman Empire (I am Warrior). 
-In Y5, children begin with learning about The Vikings, Anglo-Saxons and Scots and then The Tudors.
-In Y6, children begin with learning about WW2 as a post 1066 topic and then the children focus on local mining history – including the Cadeby Mining disaster and mining strikes.

Curriculum Implementation
Subject curriculum planning
The Ivanhoe History curriculum for KS2, has been written in a chronological order, to enable children to build on prior knowledge. History is taught during afternoon lessons (or during Foundation Friday). History can form the main focus of a topic. The length or number of lessons required differs depending on the size and complexity of the historical content that needs to be covered. Some areas of history may require several lessons to build up knowledge in order to answer the line of enquiry. 

The skills needed in History are built upon throughout the year and older year groups are expected to recap skills and utilise these in their current work so that by the end of Y6 they have built up a strong foundation of historical knowledge. The KS2 curriculum has been designed chronologically, we believe that linking current topics with prior learning throughout they academic career is vital to embedding knowledge, rather than developing pockets of isolated knowledge. 


Teaching and Learning
History is also an enquiry/knowledge-based subject, children study different time periods, looking closely at influential people from that era and their impact on society. Children will be able to discuss and share their own thoughts and feelings with peers about each era. Learning will be enhanced by educational visits, where children can have hands on experiences. Throughout the topic, classrooms will have displays of key vocabulary, relevant books and artefacts from the time period being studied to reinforce the information. 
Lessons are to be differentiated to ensure all pupils can assess the lesson. This can be varied from the resources used, to the wording of questions during discussions and support given within the lesson. For our gifted and talented Historians, further questioning to be used to gain a greater understanding and children can develop more independent enquiry lead learning, to investigate their interests within the subject. 

Marking and Feedback
Verbal feedback is given during lesson time to allow for instant learning on the spot and addressing any misconceptions.  


Curriculum Impact
Monitoring 
At Ivanhoe, History is monitored through observation of lessons and through pupil voice.  Teachers are confident enough to raise any questions to the History subject leader, whether they feel something may need to be altered and also sharing success stories/experiences from within their lessons/educational visits.



Assessment 
History assessment is split into two part; key skills and key knowledge. Teachers will use the key skills to see how the children progress, as these have been written to build upon prior knowledge from each year group. Key differentiated questions and verbal discussions are used to assess children’s understanding of the world they live in, and how it came to be this way, through different periods and people who have influenced society/world. The key knowledge is then delivered in specific year groups. Teachers assess History using the given statements which are recorded on the schools EMAG system. The skills element of history is what the children are being assessed on, this is to ensure they have a strong enough understanding, which will enable them to build on in the consecutive year group. 
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
