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Introduction

Personal, social, health and economic (PSHE) education will be delivered to all pupils as this forms an important and necessary part of their education.  PSHE should draw on good practice and ensure that all areas delivered are engaging, allowing pupils to develop socially, mentally and emotionally.  
 
PSHE is a non-statutory subject.  As teachers have a sound knowledge of pupils and their surroundings, this allows teachers to develop and deliver a pupil specific curriculum.  The Ivanhoe curriculum reflects the needs of pupils and ensures that pupils are equipped with a sound understanding of risk, knowledge and skills required to take them forward in life.   

However it is a statutory requirement in September 2020 that all children receive health and relationship aspects of PSHE education. 

Curriculum Intent

Our school curriculum will ensure that the wellbeing, happiness and safety of children is priority.  PSHE forms an important part of the curriculum and we endeavour that children will be provided with a PSHE provision that gives pupils: 
 
· Knowledge and understanding to make informed choices and decisions. 
· An opportunity to develop self – awareness, confidence and self- esteem. 
· Responsible attitudes towards physical and mental health, supported by a healthy and safe lifestyle. 
· Skills and positive attitude towards building effect relationships and respect for others. 
· Ability to manage and express feelings appropriately. 
· Understanding of a diverse society and our rights and responsibilities. 

As the subject is broken into core themes, it is intended that at certain points of the academic year, each theme will be introduced at the same time to provide the opportunity for progression and cohesion.  Children will be able to make links to previous learning, building on and consolidating prior knowledge.  Underpinned by the learning behaviours set within school, the PSHE curriculum also provides opportunities for children to demonstrate expectations to meet those behaviours in any year group through 12 areas of essential skills.

Curriculum

In EYFS (F1 and F2) we will ensure that children are taught:
F1 
· To recognise how they feel and what they need.
· To begin to learn that items can be shared.
· How to make friends and being kind.
· To explore similarities and differences.

F2

· To form positive relationships.
· To recognise achievements, show independence, resilience and perseverance.
· To recognise basic emotions of themselves and others.
· To work and play cooperatively, following instructions with focus.
· To be able to manage their own basic personal needs.

Across KS1 and KS2, we will ensure that children are taught: To recognise, respect and value difference, considering views and opinions and how our actions can affect others.   
· Develop a consideration for their surroundings, making and establishing positive contributions. 
· Consider ways to stay safe and healthy, developing a knowledge physical differences. 
· Form and build relationships, considering the feelings of themselves and others, including LGBTQ.
· Understand where to seek help and support and begin to develop a financial understanding. 
The emotional and mental well-being of children will be at the forefront of all PSHE learning.  Children will experience a broad curriculum and engage in activities that will promote positivity, success, balance, mindfulness and calm.   
Curriculum Implementation

PSHE is delivered as a stand alone subject within KS1 and KS2, however elements may be incorporated into a year group topic or cross curricular (predominately Science, PE and ICT) as applicable.  The subject is broken into 6 key areas that are delivered over each half term.  The themes have been created to incorporate certain times of the year e.g. transition/new year group and moving on.  

The 6 areas are:

Within EYFS, PSHE is taught in conjunction with other subjects as well as stand alone. It is delivered in this way to ensure that children are given opportunities to enhance skills and knowledge to develop into happy and healthy individuals.  Children within EYFS will enhance their knowledge and skills using the following headings:

Self Regulations – 		My feelings, listening and following instructions.
Building Relationships – 	Special relationships and my family and friends.
Managing Self – 		Taking on changes and my wellbeing.

Teaching and Learning

PSHE should be taught for 2, 30 minute sessions per week.  1x curriculum session, 1x circle time, exploring a range of topics.  Lessons taught are very informative, predominately discussion based, where children have an opportunity to share thoughts and ideas and explore scenarios, at all times remaining respectful to their peers.  Children learn through discussions and questioning, resources including online clips and external visits or outside agencies attending school. 

There are many situations that require intervention and discussion on a daily basis, therefore PSHE lends itself to a number of scenarios and is inclusive to all.  It is an area that can be differentiated based on individuals and their circumstances.  The outcome to situations may vary, however children are encouraged to give reasons to support their point of view and actions.

As of September 2023, all year groups, including EYFS will now use ‘Kapow’ scheme of work which ensures that all aspects of RSE and PSHE Association’s Programme of Study are covered allowing for knowledge and skills to be built upon and progress monitored.

Marking and Feedback

PSHE is very much assessed on the spot, in the moment.  Children receive instant feedback during discussions and where there is paper evidence, this is used as a consolidation of the main theme of the lesson.  

As it can be difficult to evidence PSHE, in September 2023, it is anticipated that teachers will record sessions delivered through a ‘floor book’ collating the outcomes of the lesson objective.  This can be displayed in a variety of ways; in a short narrative, annotated photographs, art.  Ensuring the main points are covered, evidence can be displayed in a variety of ways. 

Curriculum Impact

Monitoring

At present, PSHE is monitored through observations, examples of work, classroom displays and national dedicated events.  How children respond to situations out of PSHE lessons is also an indication of their learning, putting into practice advice and skills taught.

Assessment 

PSHE is monitored and assessed using a range of Key Performance Indicators (KPI’s) and statements which have been set through each year group, for every theme.   KPI’s have been identified as skill based indicators, however they also impact on the knowledge and understanding of the children in certain areas.  Children leave their year group with a final outcome of beginning, developing or secure.  Outstanding KPI’s and statements are not revisited from previous year groups, therefore it is imperative that they are covered in order to build upon the previous knowledge and skills taught.

Thrive

As a school, we have implemented ‘Thrive’ following whole school staff training.  This approach has been adopted to support and promote the health and wellbeing of individuals as well as whole school interactions, delivered on a weekly basis.  Through these sessions, we aim to raise the standards within classes, based on highlighted class needs.  
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
