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Children will be taught music with a sense of purpose and understanding and will be given the freedom to appreciate music in all forms. They will be given the opportunity to listen and appraise throughout the school week. Children will gain the skills they need to perform, compose and improvise through a cross curricular music approach, and will be given opportunities to perform in various ways, including on express days. Children will be given the knowledge they need to write music, including note names and rhythm lengths. Children will absorb the classical timeline of music historically throughout their school life and make links between composers. Children will be given the skills to confidently explore music for their own enjoyment and be encouraged to immerse themselves in the music they enjoy. We believe in the power of music, “It is creative, collaborative, celebratory and challenging) MMC 2021. We will ensure that children will experiment with the creative process and the love of listening to fellow pupils performing. “The sheer joy of music making can feed the soul of a school community.” MMC 2021.

Curriculum Intent

Children have the opportunity to listen to a variety of musical genres, appraise music and discuss their likes and dislikes. Children will be given opportunities to perform in different settings including in their class, before other classes and parents and at venues outside the school.
• Children will receive a minimum of one hour of teaching a week: this may take the form of short sessions spread across the week. MMC 2021
• Children will perform both in class and to wider school audiences at least once a term. MMC 2021
• Children will build up a knowledge of the history of music as they move through school. This will be displayed in all KS2 classrooms and referred to as children move throughout school as they learn the progression of music. Children will learn about a key classical composer in each year and also other composers from contrasting genres each year.
• Children will be given the opportunity and confidence to sing in a range of ways. They will learn the skills needed and breathing techniques as they move through school.
• Children will build upon their musical ability by composing music in various ways with support of the teacher. They will be given opportunities to use technology to aid their compositions where appropriate.
• Children will be given the opportunity to learn a musical instrument through school. This will start in Y1 where they will introduce the recorder. Their recorder skills will be built upon in Y3 before children will access whole class brass lessons in y4 taught by Doncaster music service. An opportunity for those who wish to pursue this further in y5 and beyond will be available for those gifted and talented.
• Children will build upon all the skills they need in each year group to become a whole, well rounded musician using all elements of music set out in the national curriculum aims.
• Teacher will use assessment that is deliberately ambitious MMC 2021









Curriculum
· EYFS – Is EYFS music is to be explorative, children will given opportunities in provision to express themselves through music and dance. Chants and Rhymes will be used throughout the week and at transition times in all settings. Children will learn to pitch match voice and gain a sense of musicality. Music lessons will link to the topic including drumming.

· KS1 – In KS1 the music curriculum is heavily lead by singing and using the key principles of music such as dynamics, pitch and rhythm. Children will also have the opportunity to play the recorder in both Y1 and Y2. Children will learn about composers that link to the topic in Y1 and look at Vivaldi’s four seasons and Y2 will start the Chronology of music history starting with African drumming.


· KS2 – In KS2 the curriculum starts to shifts its focus slightly, building upon the foundations of the dimensions of music and adding in a helical approach the notation and Composition/ improvisation parts to the curriculum and children progress through the key stage. Children in Year 4 have Brass lessons delivered by Doncaster Music service and Gifted and Talented children have the opportunity to carry this forward into Y5. Music knowledge in KS2 follows the Chronology of musical composers and musical genres throughout history, beginning with early Indian drumming and ending with 20th century composers linking to World War 2.

Curriculum Implementation

Subject curriculum planning
Music can be seen as a stand-alone subject but wherever possible has been linked to the themes and topics taught throughout school. Music Ha long term plans and medium term plans that map the clear progression and chronology of music knowledge taught.

Teaching and Learning
· Music is to be taught using practical resources and showing use of listening and appraising in lessons to gain a deeper understanding and love of music. Children in foundation and KS1 will have a bigger focus on singing to develop the key skills needed in the inter-related dimensions of music. KS2 will move to more structured instrumental lessons as well as composition and notation as they progress through school.
· Music is inclusive of all children and will give all children the support and resources they need to succeed in being budding musicians. 

Marking and Feedback
· Feedback will be instantaneous when looking practically at singing and instrumental lessons, this will have a greater impact as children can improve their musicianship as they learn. Children will be given opportunities to record and listen back to performances, which will give them the chance to self-assess their work.

· Marking is not required for music lessons as all feedback should be verbal and pertinent to skill needed for the lesson objective.






Curriculum Impact
Monitoring
· Work will be recorded in order to assess children’s abilities. A minimum of 1 recording of each class per term is expected of each year group in order for teachers to assess and evidence progress. The recordings can either be a video recording or an audio recording depending on the nature of the objective.

Assessment 
· Progress and attainment is assessed through the core principles of music: Listening and Appraising, Performing and composing and Music knowledge.
· The assessment is showing how children have made progress in specific areas of music skills that are inter-related and the knowledge they have built over time. 
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
