	Fieldwork & Map Skills
Inquiry to be carried out within school and the local area  
Children to investigate what chosen area was like in the past and how & why it has changed over time.

Litter Picking (arrange with council)
Children to research the impacts of litter in the environment. Using maps, identify areas in school they think will be ‘hot spots’ for litter. Do they think certain days maybe worse than others? If so why?
-Agree to days for litter collection. 
-Create questionnaires to obtain views on littering from other pupils.
-Collect data (eg: how many bags of litter found in specific areas), present data using ICT, including tables, charts and graphs.

	Fieldwork & Map Skills
Suggested Fieldtrip: Visit to a Woodland Area
(High Melton Woods, Denaby Wood, Millpeace). 
Children to undertake fieldwork within a temperate, deciduous woodland area, linking back to previous studies of the Amazon Rainforest and making comparisons. 
· Consider area of focus within woodlands and decide what they would like to investigate. (Examples can be found Forestry England document). 
· Think of an inquiry question they would like to answer from their fieldwork. 
· Make observations within woodlands. 
· Draw sketches of human/physical features they maybe studying. 
· Take photographs and make videos of study. 
· After investigation has been carried out and data has been collected, consider how to present findings.

	Enquiry: Why do people have to stand up for what they believe in?
Outcomes: Guy Fawkes lived during a time it was illegal to practice Christianity
Bandi Chhar Divas is a Sikh celebration during Diwali
For a long time, it was believed monarchs had divine authority
In the UK, there are certain rights known as ‘protected characteristics’ that ensure equal treatment for all religions


Enquiry: Why doesn’t Christianity always look the same?
Outcomes:  Mark, Matthew, Luke and John were Jesus’ early followers and recorded many of the stories in the New Testament
The Christian worldview originated from Jewish beliefs
Roman Catholicism was one of the first practicing denominations of Christianity Overtime, different denominations have evolved due to people placing different emphasis on practices and beliefs – 
Catholics, Eastern Orthodox, Protestant, Anglican (Church of England), Methodist, Lutheranism, Quaker


	· 
	Enquiry: What happens when we die? (Part 1)
Outcomes: Some ideas about death have evolved over time due to traditions and cultural customs 
Many Christians, Muslims and Jews believe people have a soul
Some Jewish people believe in Gehinnom
Humanists do not believe in a soul and consider this to be our one life
Many Muslims believe in a heaven-like place called Jannah (paradise in the Qur’an)
Yom Kippur is considered by many Jews to be the holiest day of the year
Dia de los Muertos is a celebration of the dead where many people believe souls return to Earth


Enquiry: What happens we die? (Part 2)
Outcomes: Hindus believe all living people have an atman
Sikhs believe all living beings have an atma
Buddhists believe in a consciousness rather than a soul
The cycle of life, death and reincarnation in often referred to as samsara
Orange is considered a sacred or holy colour by many Hindus
Some people believe karma can be gained by experiencing different roles in life, called varnas
Buddhists follow the Buddha’s teaching to be eventually freed from samsara
Enlightenment (the end of the cycle of life, death, reincarnation) – 
Hindus call this moksha
Buddhists call this nirvana
Sikhs call this mukti
	Enquiry: Who should get to be in charge?
Outcomes: The ummah look to teachings from Muhammed and the Qur’an
British monarchs are selected through bloodline
Hadith are texts detailing Muhammed’s words and actions
Lehna was chosen by Guru Nanak’s successor for his humility and service
If a countries legal system is governed by religious law, it means that the law or rules are based on a particular religion’s teachings and beliefs
Religious laws are a set of rules and guidelines based on religious texts


Enquiry: Why are some places in the world significant to believers?
Outcomes: The Harmandir Sahib was the first place of worship (gurdwara) to be built
The River Ganges is a river in India believed by many to be the Goddess Ganga – it has purifying qualities
Jewish, Christian and Muslim beliefs stem from Abraham
Many stories form the Torah, Bible and Qur’an mention significant places within Jerusalem  


	Science
	Forces and Mechanisms
· Explain that unsupported objects fall towards the Earth because of the force of gravity acting between the Earth and the falling object.
· Identify the effects of air resistance, water resistance and friction, that act between moving surfaces.
· Recognise that some mechanisms, including levers, pulleys and gears, allow a smaller force to have a greater effect.
Earth and Space
· Describe the movement of the Earth, and other planets, relative to the Sun in the solar system.
· Describe the movement of the Moon relative to the Earth.

· Use knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to decide how mixtures might be separated, including through filtering, sieving and evaporating.
· Give reasons, based on evidence from comparative and fair tests, for the particular uses of everyday materials, including metals, wood and plastic.
· Demonstrate that dissolving, mixing and changes of state are reversible changes.
· Explain that some changes result in the formation of new materials, and that this kind of change is not usually reversible, including changes associated with burning and the action of acid on bicarbonate of soda.
