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This glossary emphasises how key vocabulary and terminology is developed throughout the Believing and Belonging teaching materials. You will notice that some terminology is repeated. This is to enable teachers to reinforce key words previously taught, but also to develop a deeper understanding of that term with more complex definitions.  
This resource could be used by coordinators to evidence progression in key vocabulary and for teachers to support working walls etc. The tables below include the unit code and the colours denote which key stage/ phase.
